
 

 
 

WTRC Participants Rules 
 Dress Code – Hat or no hat, long or short sleeve fully button 

down collared shirt 
 Arena kept clear.  No visiting with the flaggers or warming up in 

the arena during the roping 
 Re-runs on eliminator steers will be decided by the producer of 

the roping 
 Re-runs take place at the end of the go-round 
 If a steer escapes from the chute or is eliminated from the draw 

and turned out, the team competing will have choice of the next 
two steers 

 If a steer’s horn is broken before a run takes place, the team will 
receive a rerun.  If horn breaks during the run- no rerun 

 If a steer stumbles in the barrier lane, causing the header to 
break the barrier, the team will receive a rerun.  Ropers will not 
be allowed to keep their time and take the 10 second penalty off 

 Turn-out – 3 calls – Must turn-out unless breakdown occurs and 
roper is notifying officials 

 Crossfire – head must turn  
 Front leg – may fish front leg out, no time when attempting dally 
 10 seconds for broken barrier. If barrier malfunctions, roper must 

make a qualified run- judge will determine if 10 second penalty 
will be eliminated 

 3 legal head catches – horns, neck, half head 
 Century – both partners 40 and over and equal to 100 years.  

Roper is considered 40 in the same year he/she turns 40 
 Tie on Rule – Must be 50 years old and a #4 or under 
 Top 20 back to the short round, if less than 20 qualify that 

number of teams will be run in a slowest to fastest format
